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	Role and Theme 
	All of the evidence and examples in the letter match the character traits of Frodo and several specific examples of feelings about other members of the fellowship are included.
	Most of the  evidence and examples in the letter match the character traits of Frodo and a couple specific examples of feelings about other members of the fellowship are included..
	At least one of the pieces of the  evidence and examples in the letter match the character traits of Frodo but only one example of feelings about other members of the fellowship are included.
	The evidence and examples match the chosen role but NO  feelings about other members of the fellowship are included..
	The evidence and examples DO NOT match the chosen role NOR are any feelings about other members of the fellowship  included.
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
