Life Skills Portfolio Project Guidelines and Rubric

Directions:

This project consists of five parts of which you will each accomplish ON YOUR OWN!!!

They are as follows:

1. Make Your Own Budget:  You will be making a spending log for a week long period, then creating a pie chart to show how you spend your money.  Finally, you will create a budget using an Excel Spreadsheet to plan how you will spend your personal income for a certain period of time.  
2. Activity Summaries:  The portfolio must include a collection summary/reflections revised from Quickwrites you completed for various activities completed in the class.  The activities and quickwrites are listed below:
a. Analyzing a Lease and Rent or Buy? and Monthly Mortgage to answer Quickwrite:  :  Explain why you would rather rent or own right now?  What could change your mind in the future?  4-5 sentences
b. Analyzing A Statement, Should They Use Credit?, How much Can They Carry? And How Deep Can They Go to answer the following Quickwrite:  Describe three things you learned about credit cards in a paragraph.  4-5 sents.  
c. How Much Would I Spend? to answer the following Quickwrite:  What is a reasonable cost for a Rockford High School Senior to pay for a car including gas and maintenance? 4-5 sentences.

d. What Would You Choose? activity and the following Quickwrite:  In one paragraph, explain the overall effect your values, activities and interests can have on your spending?  4-5 sent.

3. Live on Your Own Webquest:  The guidelines for this webquest will be described at a later date.  All required parts will be assessed as part of your portfolio and described below.
4. Analyses and Comparison Assignments:  You will be required to complete several analysis/comparison assignments over the next several weeks.  These will include:

c. Shopping For a Car Loan _____________

d. Shopping Comparison Assignment_________
Each assignment and the guidelines will be discussed with you during the unit.  These assignments will be graded collectively on their quality as well as their overall completion.

5. Mock Life Activity:  You will participate in a mock life activity where you will be assigned a life and amount of salary that you will be required to budget for based on real life scenarios.  This assignment will be handed in and you will be graded based on several factors listed in the rubric.

	Mock Life Simulation
	Budget is filled out in detail AND an extensive amount of research materials are included to provide a detailed budget  with differences calculated AND an extensive essay is included focused on all four areas of the questioning.
	Budget is filled out AND research materials are included to assist in creating budget and difference column are complete AND essay is mostly detailed with reference to at least three areas of the questioning.
	Budget is filled out in detail but few research materials are provided to show how budget was created and difference columns mostly completed but the essay is lacking detail AND less than three areas of questioning are referenced.
	Budget is lacking detail or filled out completely AND little or no research material was completed and difference columns are incomplete but essay is complete and detailed OR it lacks detail but all four areas of questioning referenced.
	Budget is finished but incomplete AND no research material was included and difference columns are complete but the essay is incomplete OR areas of questioning are poorly referenced.
