	Who, What, When, Where & How
	Article addresses ALL of the 5 W's (who, what, when, where and how).

	Layout - Headlines & Captions

	Several spelling or grammar errors remain in the final copy of the newspaper.

	Graphics
	There are 3 or more graphics used which are in focus, are well-cropped and are clearly related to the article they accompany.
	There are 3 or more graphics which are in focus and are clearly related to the article they accompany.
	Less than 3 graphics are clearly related to the article they accompany.
