Faces of the Caudillos Collage Guidelines and Rubric
Students will be expected to complete this assignment working with a partner.  A compilation of various Caudillos or leaders of 19th Century South and Latin American leaders will be presented to the class.  Each pair will choose one leader to focus their research and presentation.  Simon Bolivar, Antonio Lopez de Santa Anna, and Juan Amuel de Rosas are a few examples of caudillos. 

· Students will use books, the Internet, news, magazines and other resources to research their Caudillo.

· Students will then create a collage that represents their assigned figure. Those students with artistic talent may also draw or paint a representation of the figure.

· Students will be responsible for a three paragraph typed paper that explains the following:

· Explain the historical significance of the figure, i.e., their role in history as a Caudillo.  Write a brief biography of the figure touching on the major points from their life and rise to leadership.  Something from this should also be on the collage.

· Discuss the political effects of their rise to power for their respective country.  
· Analyze their effectiveness as a leader and caudillo.

· After creating the collage, summarize how it speaks to the accomplishments of your caudillo. 

· Finally, students will be expected to present their findings (the collage as well as the written section) to the class.  The presentation should be no more than three (3) minutes in length.  It should consist of an explanation of the collage as well as a succinct explanation of the written material.  Therefore, students should pick parts of their paper to read to the class or just read the paper.
Grading

· This project will be worth a total of 20 points.  This will include the average of the teacher’s assessment of the project and peer assessment of the project.
Due Date

· All students will be expected to present their project to the class on ________. Students will receive some class time to work on the project in class.
