Document Based Analysis Project:  
Annexation vs. Confederation
Guidelines:

This project will require you to answer a few questions about the Canadian Confederation using two primary documents.  Then, you will use your knowledge gained from this analysis and your general understanding of the issues, ideas and events which led to the Confederation of Canada.
First, visit the Canadian Confederation website through the Library and Archives of Canada at:  

Source A should be a documents from:

You will then answer the following questions using these two sources:

1. 
a.  According to Source A, what was one issue dealing with Canadian Confederation?   (6 points total)

b.  What message is conveyed by Source B? (4 points total)

2. Compare and contrast the views expressed about Canadian Confederation in Sources A and B to describe the debate which existed between specific Provinces.  (12 points total)

3. With reference to their origin and purpose, assess the value and limitations for historians studying Canadian Confederation, of Source A and Source B?  (12 points total)

4. Using these sources and your own knowledge, explain to what extent you agree with the assertion that the threat of American Annexation of Canada led to its Confederation.  (16 points total)

Next, use your sources to create a TV/radio show, newspaper/magazine article, or an Internet Website that is for or against Canadian Confederation.  You must create a present day type show, article or site that uses visual images, artistic ideas or creative format to promote the ideas of 19th Century Confederation (50 points total)  You should follow the following guidelines based on which type of presentation you create:

TV/Radio Show:  This show will require you to create a script and recording of your show using a video camera or tape recorder.  The show should not be longer than 2 minutes or any shorter than 1 minute.  If you are unable to get access to a video camera or tape recorder, this TV/Radio show may be performed in front of class.  However, it must have a written script that will be handed in on the day it’s presented to the class.  The show must focus on ideas, events, issues and people connected with Canadian Confederation.
Newspaper/Magazine Article:  This article will require you to provide images and information that grabs the reader’s attention.  It should use these images to discuss the ideas, events, issues and people connected with Canadian Confederation.
Internet Website:  This site will require you to create a web page or blog which endorses Canadian Confederation or Annexation..  Your page or information should also be presented to the class using the Internet and a projector which will be provided by the teacher.  Your website should include images and information that grabs the reader’s attention.  It should focus on the ideas, events, issues and people connected with Canadian Confederation.
Lastly, your questions will be graded using a 50 point markscheme created by the teacher which will give you half of your grade.  The other half of your grade will come from your ad and will be graded by using the following rubric:
