1)  First, you and your group will be given one of the following selections:

Group 3: Conscription of Slaves p. 403-08 

Group 4:  Antietam p. 473-83  

Group 5:  Emancipation Proc  p. 497-501  

Group 6:  The 54th p. 548-553


Group 7:  Gettysburg p.  583-87
Group 8:  Grant, p. 614-16

Group 9:  Sherman’s March p. 696-701

Group 10:  Appomattox 725-31

2)  Then, you will be required to create a presentation for the class on your reading selection.  This presentation should answer the questions above with respect to his affect on American political history.  This presentation may be done in PowerPoint, use the dry erase board, overhead, Smartboard, nothing (not recommended) or anything you can think of that will assist you in teaching the class the information from your selection.
