WWII Webquest
You will be completing with a Webquest or visiting specific Websites to answer the following Question? In a creative and unique way.  (Get it…  Web-Quest!)  So here we go:

The Question?

Analyze the military campaigns, political decisions and efforts on the home front that won World War II. 

This can be accomplished by answering several questions:

1. Explain the ideas, events or a person from the list below: who, what, where and when and why.  Evaluate their involvement or the events and ideas which surrounded this great war.  
The Proof of your answer:  


First, you will choose one of the following topics:

Pearl Harbor
War Production Board
Dwight D. Eisenhower
George Patton
Women and the economy

D-Day
Battle of the Bulge
Douglas MacArthur
Battle of Midway
Hiroshima

Next, you will create an Illustrated Timeline, Rap/Song/Poem, or an Illustrated Essay that answer the first question above.  Therefore, pick ONE of the assignments and use your notes, Internet and other sources to complete the guidelines listed below.  
Illustrated Timeline: Do only if you selected an event

What was WWII for the United States - where and when did it start and end? You may already know the answers to those questions, but now, dig a little deeper.  Use information from your notes, the Internet or other sources to create a timeline detailing at least 5 events leading up to WWII focused on YOUR TOPIC ONLY!!!  You can make this on Word, in PowerPoint or just do it on a piece of computer paper.

Rap/Song/Poem:


Are you musically gifted?  Do you know how to spit out rhymes and lay down a smooth track?  Research your topic using websites, your text and other sources and find information about its significance in WWII. Be sure your song answers the first question. Outkast did it for Rosa Parks, can you do it for George Patton?  Type up the rhymes, lyrics or stanzas in Word and hand it in…  If you want, you can perform it too.

An Illustrated Essay

Choose several or one picture dealing with your topic in WWII and then write a one page essay answering the first question above. Be precise and bring a lot of information.

2. Answer the following question in a 1 paragraph response:  How did US mobilization of labor, scientists, or the media help the Allies win WWII?  

You will turn in: 1. a timeline, song or essay that answers the 1st question and 2. a 1 paragraph response to the 2nd question. 3. Attach this sheet to your project.
