g. If your parents, family or guardians will not be able to help you pay for college select Include awards based on financial need or if they will be paying for your college select Omit awards based on financial need
h. Select a talent or interest based on school related or extracurricular activities
i. If you are a woman or any racial minority, you should select that from this list to generate a list of awards just for you.
j. If you are a member of a specific religious organization or church, you should select that from this list.
