1. Collect the word:  Find a word from a text or reading in one of your classes.  Write it down or make a list of several words.
2. Look at word parts and explain their meaning:  Look up the word at www.dictionary.com and find the different parts of the word--  like prefixes, suffixes, the base word or root.  Circle the meanings of these word parts or look them up and write down what they mean.  Include the origin of the word as well.

3. Create a Thinkmap Visual Thesaurus Chart:  Go to www.thinkmap.com and type in the word to create a Thinkmap.  Print this out. 
4. Create a collage poster showing the Thinkmap, definition and word parts  on an 8 x 11 inch piece of paper using visual media to improve the overall meaning of the terms displayed.!!!
