Writing Assignment 3 Research Poster Presentation Guidelines

Guidelines:  You will be creating a 3-5 minute presentation to members of the AVID Site team.  They will evaluate you based on the criteria listed on the rubric below.  You will have three days to work on this presentation in pairs or groups no larger than 4 people.

1.  Decide upon a claim… from Writing Assignment 3. It could come from any of the sections but the introduction.
2. Identify evidence that supports that claim, perhaps three points about the claim supported by your sources.

3. Design a speech in which you begin with focus sentences that include your purpose and claim. You might begin something like this if you are drawing from the “Findings about the Leader” section:

•In this talk, I will be presenting information about those who opposed, and still oppose, Dr. King. I will claim that there are three arguments that the opposition made: that he spread himself too thin and almost abandoned the fight for integration, that he should not have been an anti-war protester, and that he favored “communist” ideas.

Or if you are taking your presentation from the “Learning about Myself as a •Reader and Writer” section of the paper, you might begin with something like the following:

•What I learned about myself when I was writing this, and other papers, for this unit was that I need to take much more time with the writing process. I need to spend more time analyzing the prompt, reading selectively, and taking focused notes.

4. Once you have the structure and major points for the speech, you can develop your visual material: a picture, a PowerPoint® presentation, or a poster… into a Research Poster.

	Strong claims with obvious tie to headed research paper.
	At least one strong claim, others presented but are weak.

	Evidence is strong for multiple claims with clear source citation.

	Presentation
	Clear and concise presentation with strong claims and evidence and no more than 5 minutes.

	Mostly clear presentation with strong claims and evidence and no more than 5 minutes.
	Mostly clear presentation with weak claims and evidence but not within 3-5 minute time limit.
	Unclear presentation and not within 3-5 minute time limit.

Visuals
	Very unique and creative visuals used in effective fashion to demonstrate ideas of presentation.
	Somewhat unique and creative visuals used to demonstrate ideas of presentation.
	Various visuals used to demonstrate ideas of presentation.
	A few visuals and creative ideas used.
	Few visuals used or those used are ineffective in demonstrating ideas of presentation.

	Preparedness
	Students spoke clearly and concisely showing a high level of preparedness.
	Students were mostly clear in presentation showing some preparedness.
	Students presented, but parts were unclear showing a lack of preparedness.
	Presentation incomplete or lacking full understanding and showing poor preparation.
