Document Based Analysis Project:  Industrialization and Urbanization of Latin America

Guidelines:

This project will require you to research the industrialization and urbanization of Latin America in the 19th century and compare it to that in the US or Canada during the period. 
1.  You will be assigned one of the following topics with a corresponding reading selection from Martin and Wasserman’s Latin America and Its People:

Urban Life and Societal Transformation:  p. 315-20

Food and Clothes: p. 320-22

Shelter and Entertainment:  p. 322-26

Political Change:  p. 335-42.

Social Change:  p. 342-51

Resistance:  p. 351-55

2.  Next, you will read this selection as a group and pick a part of this reading to use as Source A in your Document Analysis Project.  You do not need to use the entire selection and it should be no more than a couple paragraphs.  It should, however, have to do with industrialization or urban life in late 19th century Latin America.
3.  Then, one or two of you will need to research a primary source which describes the idea of your topic as presented in Source A for US Industrialization.  This source will become your Source B.  It should be a cartoon, picture or some other type of source that “conveys a message,” or can be compared to the ideas described in Source A using images or symbols.  Check out http://www.teacheroz.com/19thcent.htm#industrial or http://www.wwnorton.com/college/history/america6_brief/index.htm for sources dealing with the US or http://www.musee-mccord.qc.ca/en/keys/webtours/ for sources dealing with Canada.
4.  Once you have chosen your sources, the group must write questions and create an evaluation markscheme based on the documents you’ve chosen..  The questions and markscheme must be in a similar format to the one used to assess your previous Doc Based Analysis Projects and example of which is attached!

The sources, questions and markscheme ALL must be completed by ____________.

Grading:

You will be graded using a teacher made assessment that is provided below which focuses on your completion of the reading, quality of sources and questions as well as the detailed information in your markscheme.  It is worth 50 points.  


You will also be graded by your peers.  You will be given their sources and set of questions, which you will answer and they will grade using their markscheme.  It will be like the one you’ve created and worth 50 points.

Campaign Ads:  The Election of 1828!

1. 
a.  According to Source A, what was one of the main issues in the 1828 election?   (6 points total)

· Image is a key in all of these sources especially since each is pro-Jackson.

· A lack of substance and qualifications in some of the ads.

· Issues do come up on these ads, like his way of dealing with the tariff is shown in some pictures.

· Overall, image of Jackson being a common man must be described and explained.  Also, his power and strength often comes into play.

6-3 marks for three points all described explicitly, 3-0 marks for at least 2 points implicitly described 

b.  What message is conveyed by Source B? (4 points total)

· All of these sources are negative towards Jackson and should explain that idea in detail.

· One is specifically calling into question his qualifications like the Florida Gov. Ad.

· Overall, they are questioning his qualifications and attacking his character while little dealing with issues.

4-3 marks for at least 2 points explicitly described and 2-0 marks for at least one point explicitly or implicitly described.

2. Compare and contrast the views expressed about Andrew Jackson in Sources A and B to describe the tone of the 1828 election.  (12 points total)

For comparison:

· Image is key in these comparisons.

· Also the idea of qualifications can also come up.

· For some, both ads have no discussion of any issues.

For Contrast:

· Neither ads have much talk about the issues.

· Also, qualifications for Jackson are questioned but rarely pointed out in the Pro-Jackson ads.

· It seems as if in most cases the anti-Jackson ads were much longer.

12-11 points for a running comparison and contrast between sources, at least three points discussed, 10-7 points for two sources discussed with clear linkage on two points, 6-3 points for those discussed separately in two paragraphs and 2-0 points if one source is discussed.
3. With reference to their origin and purpose, assess the value and limitations for historians studying the 1828 election, of Source A and Source B?  (12 points total)

2 points each for origin, purpose, value and limitations…  the more explicit the description 2 points and least 1 points.  0 points only given if not completed or discussed.

12-11 if origin, purpose, value and limitations for each source are discussed.

10-7 if both sources are discussed and only some of the origin, purpose, value and limitations are described for each.

6-0 if only one source is discussed and some of  o, p, v and l are found 

4. Using these sources and your own knowledge, explain to what extent you agree with the assertion that Andrew Jackson affected American Politics as seen through the effect of the frontier persona on the election of 1828.  (16 points total)

Source A:  A pro-Jackson source dealing with either his image or some issues.

Source B:  An anti-Jackson source dealing with qualifications or image.

Own Knowledge:  Could give some details on Jackson’s background prior to the election.  Discussion the 1824 deal and election would also be a good key.  Understanding how the use of imagery in these ads created a shift in politics and the birth of the Democratic Party is key on the “to what extent” aspect.  They should focus on how using his image created a popular party of the common man, which in many ways still exists today.  Also, some discussion of such a campaign and a link to political campaigns today is good.

16-11 where argument, synthesis of sources and own knowledge as well as reference to the sources is presented.  10-0  Only source material or only own knowledge is used the maximum is 10.
